The 12-week ban was 
passed in Lincoln. Good news for the pro-
life movement in the state.

Freedom for all Ireland report. Sinn 
Fein has become the dominant political 
party not only in the south, but also in the 
north. This has caused the Loyalist parties 
in the North to not recognize the govt of 
Northern Ireland. They wanted to main-
tain “THEIR” status quo. The idea was still 
to cut the Catholic population off at the 
knees. The United States government, 
including our own US Senator, signed leg-
islation into law that would recognize the 
Good Friday Agreement 25 years later. 
The idea behind the recognition was to 

hold both parties, mostly the British gov-
ernment, to agree that the Agreement 
should be honored for the peace that it 
finally brought to Ireland. Many brothers 
were sent emails on this to contact their 
Senators to help push the recognition.

Irish Charities report. Jeff Johnson is 
actively collecting swag and materials 
for the golf Tournament. The golf 
tournament is set for October 1st.

Fourth of July Parade. Tim Lonergan 
said that the Hibernians will be doing 
a 4th of July Parade that will take place 
in the Dundee area off JE George Blvd.
